A BRIEF HISTORY
2010 will undoubtedly go down 2010 will undoubtedly go down 
in the record books as one of 
the most momentous years in 
the history of football in Chester 
for both the wrong and the right 
reasons, thankfully with the 
latter being the most 
significant.significant.

Senior football had been played in 
the City for 125 years, a feat that 
was celebrated by fans at a 
packed event in June, but the year 
had started with the former club 
failing to fulfil a fixture and 
ultimately being expelled from the ultimately being expelled from the 
Football Conference. The final
nail in the coffin arrived in March 
with the company being wound up 
in the High Courts following an 
action brought by HM Revenues 
and Customs. In many ways this
was a relief, something akin to a was a relief, something akin to a 
wounded animal finally being put 
down. 

Football in the City it seemed was 
dead but several months earlier 
fans had been making 
preparations for such an 
eventuality, coming together under eventuality, coming together under 
the banner of City Fans United 
and their efforts were rewarded 
when, on May 21st Chester 
Football Club was officially reborn. 

The local Council granted the lease 
of the former club’s ground, the 
Deva Stadium, to the new club and 
the management team of Neil 
Young and Gary Jones was 
appointed. Seven days later the 
first five players were signed.

The side would achieve The side would achieve 
back-to-back promotions and, 
having given the fans near heart 
failure in that first season the 
management and players decided 
to make things a little easier
second time around with not only
another promotion but a title another promotion but a title 
secured in front of a crowd of 5,000 
plus on Easter Monday with three 
games to spare! With 100 points 
gained 102 goals scored and only
29 conceded over another 
incredible season the journey 
continued.continued.

Life in the Conference North would 
be a much tougher proposition
but again the management team 
and players worked wonders. 
Victory against Boston United on Victory against Boston United on 
April 6th confirmed the club as 
Champions with four games still to 
play and with it the honour of
being the first club in English 
football history to achieve three
successive promotions. The 
statistics were again phenomenal statistics were again phenomenal 
as the league record books were 

were rewritten – most wins (33), 
fewest defeats (3), most points 
(107), most goals scored (103), 
best goal difference (+71) and also 
the longest unbeaten run (30
games).

It was a different story in the 
following season, with the side following season, with the side 
relegated out of the league at the 
death, only to be reinstated weeks 
later due to an expulsion.

The side staved off relegation until The side staved off relegation until 
2017-18 when they were sent 
down to the National League 
North, with COVID-19 curtailing a 
decent start three years later as 
they looked to mount a return.

Calum McIntyre took charge after
an extremely impressive spell inan extremely impressive spell in
charge of Runcorn Linnets. His 
first season in charge saw the 
Blues finish in third place in the 
table, before beating beaten in the 
play-off semi-finals by Brackley 
Town.

Banbury United in what will be another side visiting North 
Lincolnshire for the very örst time.

As both teams head onto the home stretch for the season, the Iron will As both teams head onto the home stretch for the season, the Iron will 
be looking to gain some real momentum for the önal month of the 
season to put pressure on league leaders Tamworth and fend off the 
competition from behind.

Scunthorpe put on one of their performances of the season in the 
reverse öxture, coming away with a more than convincing 2-0 win on 
the night.

Banbury are currently occupying the önal relegation spot in 21st Banbury are currently occupying the önal relegation spot in 21st 
following a heavy defeat against Peterborough Sports in midweek as 
they went down to 10 players early on. It signiöed their third loss on 
the bounce, as they plumit down the division due to the tightness 
between teams in terms of points. 

To put that into context, they are 21st with 37 points from 33 games To put that into context, they are 21st with 37 points from 33 games 
played. There are four teams within a point, meaning they could climb 
as high as 18th if results went their way.

The side have had positive spells in the season, and beat today’s oppo-The side have had positive spells in the season, and beat today’s oppo-
nents on home soil back in August. They’ve also turned over Boston 
United and league leaders Tamworth on their travels, and have picked 
up points in games where the Iron haven;t this season, including 
taking all three points at King’s Lynn Town.
