A BRIEF HISTORY
The present Alfreton Town 
Football Club celebrated the 
milestone of their Golden 
Jubilee at the end of the 2008-09 
campaign having been formed campaign having been formed 
in 1959 following the merger of 
Alfreton Miners Welfare and 
Alfreton United football clubs.

The newly constituted club, 
playing on a new ground at North 
Street provided by the local 
council, was admitted directly to council, was admitted directly to 
the Central Alliance Division One 
(North) and progressed sufficiently 
in the first two seasons to gain 
entry to the re-formed Midland 
Counties League.

The record attendance at North The record attendance at North 
Street of 5,023 was recorded for 
the visit of Matlock Town in 1960.
After holding the wooden spoon in 
1961-62 Alfreton seldom looked 
back and took the Midland
League title in 1969-70 after 
several near misses.several near misses.

After success, failure followed and 
the club was relegated from the 
Northern Premier League after
two successful years, into the 
Northern Counties League.

The club was acquired in 1997 by The club was acquired in 1997 by 

local businessman, Wayne 
Bradley, who took up the role of
Chairman.

The 2001-02 campaign saw Chris 
Wilder, appointed Manager and 
unprecedented, success
followed as the Reds landed four followed as the Reds landed four 
trophies - the Northern Counties 
(East) League Premier Division
championship, League Cup, 
President’s Cup and Derbyshire 
Senior Cup.

Promotion back to the Northern Promotion back to the Northern 
Premier League was followed by 
entering into the Conference
(North).

The club today operates a Football 
in the Community coaching 
scheme in partnership with The
National League Trust with around National League Trust with around 
1600 children receiving fully 
qualified tuition each year from the
full time coaching staff, in addition 
to hosting numerous ‘community’ 
groups.

The 2008/09 campaign was one of The 2008/09 campaign was one of 
the most successful in the club’s 
entire history despite no silverware 
being won. Under manager Nicky 
Law, the Reds finished in their 
highest ever position of third in 
Conference North and competed 
in the play-offs for the first time in the play-offs for the first time 

ever, narrowly losing out in the 
semi-finals on a 5-4 aggregate 
against AFC Telford United who 
lost out in the final.

The side were also guided to the 
FA Cup second round proper for 
the first time ever in the
club’s history, a 4-0 defeat at club’s history, a 4-0 defeat at 
high-flying League One side 
Scunthorpe United doing little to
diminish from the achievement of 
reaching that stage in the first 
place. 

They’d go one step further in the They’d go one step further in the 
following season, but lost in the 
final of the play-offs before their 
promotion hunt became 
successful in 2010-11 before 
suffering their first-ever relegation suffering their first-ever relegation 
four years later to remain at the 
National League North.

Last season, they reached the 
play-offs, only to lose to the 
eventual promoted team, 
Kidderminster Harriers.

The Iron return to Attis Arena action for the second consecutive 
Saturday as Jimmy Dean’s side prepare to face National league 
North promotion hopefuls Chester FC in a crucial top of the table 
clash.

The reverse öxture between United and the Seals was a disappointing The reverse öxture between United and the Seals was a disappointing 
one for all travelling fans as the Deva Stadium was the venue when 
Chester triumphed 2-0 winners, when a dominant performance 
topped off by a stunning strike by former Iron midöelder Elliott 
Whitehouse.

Since the sides met on the Welsh border in late September, Chester Since the sides met on the Welsh border in late September, Chester 
have found themselves on a non-stop surge up the league standings, a 
rise that sees Calum McIntyre’s Seals join Scunthorpe in their hunt to 
try and overtake league leaders Tamworth as the campaign reaches its 
climax.

Amongst the Chester ranks is previously mentioned midöelder Elliott 
Whitehouse. The former Sheffield United man joined the Blues 
following the expiry of his Scunthorpe contract in the summer of 2023. following the expiry of his Scunthorpe contract in the summer of 2023. 
During his time in claret and blue, Whitehouse struggled to önd 
regular örst team football to begin with which saw him be sent on loan 
to Chester before the deal was made permanent.

Not only is the encounter set to be a top of the table clash, but the Iron 
are aiming to break the National League North attendance record with 
a number of ticket offers available in order to accomplish this task.
